Student Scholarship Eligibility Requirements
To be considered for the TECA Student Schelarship, applicants must meet all of the following criteria:

1. The student must be currently enrolled in a TECA Winter Guard, Percussion, or Winds unit.

2. The applicant must be a graduating high school senior and receive a recommendation from their director or
sponsor.

3. Aletter of recommendation from the director or sponsor must be submitted, detailing why the student is deserving
of the scholarship.
The student must complete the official TECA Scholarship Application in full.
A personal letter addressed to the Scholarship Committee must be submitted, explaining the impact and
benefits of participation in a winter program.

6. An official, sealed high school transcript reflecting the student’s current cumulative GPA must be provided.

1. The student must have been actively involved in their high school indoor program for a minimum of one (1)
year.

Submission Guidelines

e All required materials must he submitted by the director or sponsor on behalf of the student.
o The deadline for all scholarship submissions is March 9th, 2026
e Incomplete or late submissions will not be considered.

o Directors and sponsors are responsible for ensuring that all materials are compiled and submitted by the deadline.

Selection Process

A scholarship committee appointed by the TEGA Vice President of Golorguard, will review all submitted applications.

o Scholarship recipients will be selected based on a comprehensive evaluation of all materials.
e Finalists may be contacted for an interview as part of the selection process.

e Scholarship recipients will be announced at the conclusion of the TECA season.

e All decisions made by the scholarship committee are final.
